Weldon Johnson and his wife Judy have been volunteering time and
talents at the Glen Ellyn Historical Society for nearly ten years.

Glen Ellyn was settled as a community in 1834 and has had a variety of
newspapers since about 1890. When the latest of these -The Glen
Ellyn News- was sold and moved from town in 2000, GEHS inherited
its history in both bound and unbound versions.

GEHS determined that it needed to preserve these historic documents
in digital format and thus began its search for a scanner of unusual
qualities. Weldon will review how they evaluated this complex issue
and present the INDUS Book Scanner they now own.

Noisy Fan

| bought my low-end (about $300) Compaq brand Windows 7 desktop
computer in December of 2009, so it is about 2 years old. | use a
computer a lot; it's on from around 7:00 AM to 10 PM every day. That
works out to about 11,000 hours of run time over the 2-year period. The
machine has always been very quiet, but several days ago when |
turned it on it sounded like my well pump had moved in under my desk.
| soon traced the problem to the cooling fan in the power supply. Fan
noise comes from either failing bearings or something physically hitting
the fan blades.

| had never opened up and cleaned the computer (shame on me; it
should be done annually), so | thought the problem might be caused by
accumulated dust and cat hair (2 cats, no waiting). | took the machine
to the shop in my garage, removed the side cover, and blew it out with
my air compressor. As you can imagine, | got clouds of dust and dirt,
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and | paid special attention to the offending fan. Note that when you use a real air
compressor, as opposed to canned air, you have to be very careful to avoid damaging things
or knocking connections loose with the strong stream of air.

The computer ended up a lot cleaner, but the fan noise remained. | figured maybe | could
repair it, damp the vibration in some way, so | took it back to the shop, pulled off the side
cover, and removed the power supply. Closer scrutiny did not reveal anything in the fan
blades that | had missed in the earlier cleaning, thus confirming that it was bad bearings. |
took the cover off the power supply and removed the fan. Even though there isn’t much room
in there | managed to reassemble it with some O-rings and rubber washers in an attempt to
isolate the fan from the case so the vibration wouldn’t be transmitted. | put the whole thing
back together and took it back to my office so | could check my e-mail. | think it was actually
noisier than before | took it apart.

OK, that’s it, time for a new power supply. A quick check on Tiger revealed that | could
probably have one for about $25, plus some shipping, figure $30 delivered. But | stupidly had
not written down the specs for the existing power supply, so | didn’t know exactly which one to
order. | would have to take the #%%$"*& machine apart again to get the specs, put it back
together so | could use it while waiting for the new power supply, and take it apart again
(fourth time, if you're counting) to make what would hopefully be the final repair. This was
getting old. | decided not to fool with it any more that day.

The next morning | went to Staples to have some airplane checklists laminated, and | got the
bright idea to look at computer fans. They had one the right size for 10 bucks. It had a variety
of connectors, and was 3-speed. | thought hey, if | buy this | can go home and put it in. If it
works I'll save $20 and one take-it-apart-put-it-together cycle. | was pretty fed up with working
on the computer so this seemed like a good solution. After figuring out how to end up with the
tiny fan speed selector switch (on the end of about 3 inches of wire) outside the computer
case | put the whole thing back together. With the fan speed on Medium the computer is back
to being quiet again.

When | write these I-fixed-it kinds of articles | usually have a special lesson or message in
mind at the outset. This repair didn’t seem very interesting, and | wasn’t going to write about it
at all, but John Spizzirri encouraged me to take a shot anyway. Thinking about it, | suppose
the lesson is that these sorts of repairs are not difficult to perform. It's mostly removing and
replacing screws. The electrical connections are all push-together type, all different, and only
go together one way. This means it’s virtually impossible to make a mistake. Just note that the
connectors to the motherboard have little tabs you must squeeze in order for them to release,
and pull on the connector bodies, not the wires. When putting them back together, be sure the
connectors are seated all the way. And oh yeah, if you have a noisy fan, just go buy a fan and
replace it. Don’t take your machine apart 3 or 4 times like | did.

There are numerous articles telling us that PCs are dead ((1),(2),(3),(4))- That the days of PCs
are numbered. | think that is an over simplification of what will happen, but has not yet happened.
PCs as we know them will continue to provide the functionality they have provided in the past
(word processing, spreadsheets, Internet access, creativity, etc.). With 300 million PCs and
laptops sold last year and a ten percent increase expected this year, the PC is hardly dead (5).
When Hewlett-Packard (HP (6)) looked into selling its Personal Systems Group (PSG, PC
manufacturing division), it found that selling PCs is very profitable and that stock holders did not
like the idea (7). Léo Apotheke, the short term HP CEO (eleven months), found out the hard way
that PC manufacturing is still good business. Meg Whitman, his replacement, quickly rescinded
the divestiture of the PSG. Apotheke, former CEO of SAP (8), thought the profit margin for
hardware was too small even though the PSG unit accounted for 35% of the HP's bottom line. In
a recent article in eWeek Magazine (9), Whitman stated that she will "work to ease margin
pressures”. That sounds like management code for, I'm going to raise the prices. One of the
'inventors' of the IBM (10) PC, Mark Dean, stated that he thought that the IBM divestiture of it's
PC manufacturing to Lenovo (11) in 2004 was a 'vanguard of the post-PC era'. Its clear that even
if this is the 'post PC era’, that PCs will be around for a long time just like mainframes still sell in
this post mainframe era.

Talking about spending taxpayer money, | see that the U.S. Air Force (1) just bought 20
bombs from Boeing (2) at the startlingly low price of nearly $16 million each (3). These bombs
are so heavy that the only delivery transport aircraft that can carry them is the Boeing B-52
Stratofortress (4). Each bomb costs more than any B-52 built in the 1950s. B-52s have not
been made since 1962.
